Please read all these instructions before installing the PFS 5T UK.
It must only be installed indoors in a protected location in which the temperature and
humidity do not exceed the limits specified in the technical characteristics section.

Installation

Plug the PFS 5T UK into a power outlet with earth.

Put the switch into the « ON» position.. Plug your equipment to be protected into the 5
sockets of the PFS 5T UK.

If the red «protected» light on the protection device is off, do not use the PFS 5T UK.

Do not disassemble the PFS 5T UK if you have any problems, there are no reparable
parts inside it. Call the hotline.

1. Mains switch with light
The mains one-pole switch of the PFS 5T UK switches the 5 sockets on and off.

2. Overload protection
When the consumption of connected equipment exceeds the authorized value, the 13 A
fuse included inside the mains plug blows to protect the PFS 5T UK.
To put it back into service, reduce the power and replace the fuse located inside the
mains plug by a new one with same power characteristics.

3. Overvoltage protection
Lighting green light: earthing is effective.
Unlighting green light: no earthing.
Check the earth connection of the main power or call a qualified electrician.

4. Earthing
The green light lights up to indicate when earthing is effective.

5. Sockets
Power outlets are used for connections of equipment such as a PC, printer, monitor,
scanner, CD-ROM external drives, hi-fi systems, VCR, home DVD player, etc. This
equipment is controlled by the mains switch.

6. Fax and Modem protection
The PFS 5T UK is equipped with protection against overvoltages on the phone / fax /
modem line (UK phone sockets — 6P4C). Connect the line input to the "IN" connector
and use the cable supplied to connect the "OUT" connector to the phone / fax / modem.
